Sometimes we are a little early and
sometimes a little late; but, nevertheless, you can be assured that you will receive 4 issues during a
12 month period. This issue, however, has taken a little longer to get to press: initially, because the
last issue was early; and secondly, because at this time of the year time is at a premium for us (with
betting and all) . . . but was further complicated this time around as we encountered technical problems:
-i.e. when this newsletter was completed on the computer the disc was mistakenly erased and the text
had to be completely redone . . . which set us back a minimum of 2 weeks.

Our business here at SL/ is to inform you about different aspects of harness racing . . . and,
ultimately direct you towards profitable wagering. And, from the many letters and phone calls | have
received recently (reporting your successes) | am gratified with the results that this newsletter is
accomplishing. This issue has been most difficult in that it features recognizing form from a horse's
demonstrated closing ability. But, because | am not a proponent of this strategy you can readily
appreciate my dilemma. | know that many fans would like a numerical RATING for analyzing final
quarter speed. Sorry, if there is one, | don't have it

As many of you know, | am an opinionated critic regarding what | believe is RIGHT & WRONG IN
THE HARNESS RACING INDUSTRY. Therefore, | would like to share two recent negative impressions |
have about the sport: Firstly, | have been appalled lately by the abuse track patrons have been
directing towards certain drivers at HAZEL PARK. Specifically, the patrons continue to boo during
entire programs at certain drivers who earlier in the program failed with a short-priced horse.
Recently, such a horse went postward at 4-5 . . . but, even an amateur could see that the horse was quite
sore! And, the patrons booed relentlously every time that driver brought another horse onto the track.
| hold HAZEL PARK somewhat responsible for this "outrageous behavior" because they do very little to
educate their fan base . . . and, seem to relish in this "don't give a damn attitude."

Secondly, | am sad to report that a blow to our sport recently took place during the CANADIAN
PACING DERBY which was telecast nationally on TSN (The Sports Network) . . . which is Canada's
equivalent to ESPN. More specifically, during a feature interview segment where three of Canada's top
drivers were interviewed regarding the fans' perception about the myths in harness racing one of the
questions posed was "Do drivers break horses on purpose?” The three drivers were emphatically
unanimous in their rebuke of this premise (myth) . . . stating how dangerous it would be not only to the
horse but also to themselves. Then, they went on to explain a few of the basic reasons why some horses
uncharacteristically break stride. Now, when this tape segment ended and was sent back to the show's
host the broadcaster, who has limited harness racing knowledge, stated to a national audience "/ don't
care what they say, | still believe they break on purpose (or something to that effect)l This type of
negative publicity cannot be tolerated! This host should be replaced! Better he sit behind a sports desk
reading scores! It is very difficult to voice the many positives in our industry (as negatives tend to
make headlines). And there certainly is enough negative image connected with our sport that when such
misinformed comments are made it makes it increasingly difficult to project the true integrity and
dignity that is associated with harness racing. &,Q,

Preamble

Since parimutuel night racing was instituted in 1940 much time and effort have been
directed towards the interpretation of what has taken place in the last 1/4 of a recent race to
predict the logical contenders . . . or eventual winners today! It is no surprise, then, that over
the years there have been numerous systems developed exploiting final quarter ability times!
As early as 1956, for instance, there was the Oid Timer's Secret Trotting System . .. which
basically showed the player how to compute the final quarter time and then, adjust it for lengths
gained or lost in the stretch. This concept is still utilized by a large majority of harness fans
today.

Not much later (in the early 60's) another widely acclaimed system was marketed--
whose principal factor featured lengths gained or lost in the stretch. Since that time,
many other systems have been published . . . expounding the virtues of stretch performance as
the dominant factor in harness racing.

Stanley's Law & Early Speed Hit the Scene

Then, in 1980, this writer published a new method, STANLEY'S LAW, which not only
failed to fill the mold of those previous systems but identified a shift in emphasis for the
harness selector. On the contrary, STANLEY'S LAW, of course, was predicated on two strategies-
-namely early speed and clocking (trainer intentions). Until that time very little if any
written material on early speed was available to the harness fan. In fact, very few people paid
much attention to early speed. The time was ripe, however, as almost immediately, this so
-called new and radical approach received rave reviews everywhere!

We were pleased that STANLEY'S LAW had arrived with a BANG in the industry and was
changing the thinking in some handicapping circles. But, those who were mired in their final-
quarter style of thinking challenged this new strategy. Today, however, these same critics are
talking about early speed as the ULTIMATE PREDICTOR . . . as if they have re-discovered the
wheel.

Early Speed VS Closing Ability
| still vividly recall one particular instance that took place at HAZEL PARK RACEWAY
more years ago than | care to remember where my emphasis on early speed proved a
(profitable) point to a friend who was a staunch believer in closing ability. At trackside, this
friend of mine had criticized my selection (one that | was really high on) by saying: "How can he
beat #5? He's a STANDOUT . . . in every one of his last five races he has closed the final quarter
in under 30 seconds!" On the contrary, my horse had never shown comparable closing times.
But, | smiled and made my wager just the same. And, as the horses turned for home my horse
had had a perfect 2-hole trip . . . pulled out just past the 3/4 Call to take an easy lead while the
BIG CLOSER came out of the 6-hole only to run out of racetrack . . . where he once again closed in
29.1 seconds--while my winning selection closed again in only 30 seconds.

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How Handicapping Became More Complex

In the early days of hamess racing horses raced in single file and focussed their racing
on the final 1/4 mile. Such times were characterized week-by-week by the trainer-driver
exclusively handling the driving duties on race nights. However, with the emergence of the
(more aggressive) catch driver as an integral part of the strategy the game quickly changed
making the winner-selector's job much more complex.

In thoroughbred racing computer studies have demonstrated that in races up to one mile
horses exhibiting early speed WIN 2-3 times more than their fair share of races. It must be
pointed out, however, that the majority of these races take place on a one-mile track--around
one or two turns. Harness racing, on the other hand, is contested on various size tracks: on 1/2
mile tracks (with 4 turns), on 5/8's mile ovals (with 3 turns), and on very few one-mile
tracks (with 2 turns). It is on this very basic premise (of track layout) that | concluded many
years ago the importance of early speed (and position) in determining the outcome of a harness
race.

Wait a minute, now! | thought that this was an article featuring the importance of
closing ability . . . and it really is! But, | do not want any reader to falsely get the impression
that | have gone backwards . . . and am undermining the importance of early speed (foot).
Nevertheless, if properly understood, there is an important place for analyzing closing final
quarter ability in the winner-selection process. This can be accomplished in two ways: first,
we have horses that have utilized early speed to stay in contention (within striking distance)
throughout the race . . . and then, of course, make their move in the final quarter; the second
scenerio represents those horses which generally are poor starters and save evrything for the
late kick (coming from off the pace),

The racing fan must examine a number of factors that occur in the final quarter and
stretch in order to reach an intelligent decision for possible wagering. First of all, the player
should be aware that on the different size racetracks the beaten lengths at the stretch call are
invariably taken 1/8th of a mile from the finish line. However, position and lengths (behind or
in front) are also shown at the 3/4 call . . . a statistic which we must address separately. That
is, we have final quarter time, lengths gained (positive or negative) from the 3/4 to the finish

and from the stretch call to the finish (lengths gained or lost); we also have positions
gained or lost from the 3/4 to the finish . . . and from the stretch call to the finish; and, we
also have the pace of the race to consider.

Now, since lengths are directly influenced by the leader we must be acutely aware of
the leader's performance. For instance, if a horse finished 4th gight lengths back the
player might draw a false conclusion about this horse's performance e.g. what if the winner had
demolished the field by 8 lengths then this would mean that the horse which finished 4th was
involved in a photo (for 2nd). This is why we go back and scrutinize Result Charts (to
reconstruct the race and determine a horse's true performance in that race).

The ideal situation is a horse which from the_3/4 to the finish gains in both lengths &
positions FINISHING CLOSE UP. Similarly, from the_stretch call to the finish, we can have a
horse that gains in both lengths & positions FINISHING CLOSE UP. All things being
relative, the first scenerio (from 3/4 to finish) could be looked upon as a horse demonstrating
EXCELLENT FORM; while the latter (from the stretch call to the finish) could be interpreted as
OUTSTANDING FORM! (Continued on page 5)
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The preceding paragraph signals the thrust of this method, STRETCH POWER PLUS--
which will be outlined next. The example races should help clarify this very complex subject
(the analysis of closing ability). As promised, the method will be building a system . . . and as
always, we will be stressing quality plays as opposed to action plays. And, as with most of
my other published works, | hesitate to establish an absolute Beaten Lengths Rule without
qualification. But, basically, THE KEY POINT in STRETCH POWER PLUS is to look for a horse
which has a combination of positions and lengths gained on the leader while
finishing close up.

STRETCH POWER PLUS . . . A Rationale

Those readers familiar with Al Stanley's Professional Method (ASPM) will recognize
that in this method (STRETCH POWER PLUS) we combine two performance lines from ASPM
(namely A-5 and A-10) and by extending them can produce a powerful method. Basically,‘A-
5 horses are ones that are parked out at the half, move forward and finish 1st or 2nd; while A-
10 horses come from way back (passing many horses in a big move forward) to finish 1st or
2nd. In checking our statistical data on A-5 lines, and to some extent the A-10 lines, we have
verified that the variable of finishing 1st or 2nd in their last races gives such horses the best
chance for winning. However, because of this variable (having to finish 1st or 2nd in their last
race) we often miss out on GOOD-PRICED WINNERS because such horses have the basic
performance line but not the (finishing 1st or 2nd) variable.

A-5 PLUS 3

The A-5 line can produce some very powerful combinations e.g a horse racing on the
outside for one-half a mile while being on the pace and then moving forward dramatically; or a
horse that is 3rd, 4th or 5th over and then makes a substantial move towards the finish. With
this being the case, | forgo in this method utilizing the basic A-5 Performance Line . . . rather, |
extend it somewhat. In essence, we will be looking for a horse which in its last race was parked
out during the two middle quarters and then gained at least three positions in the stretch (while
beating at least half the field). | refer to this as A-5 PLUS 3. Any horse that can race on the
outside and is able to go forward dramatically in the stretch is demonstrating OUTSTANDING
FORM! This can also be utilized on a 5/8 mile track where the Chartmaker rarely puts a
parked-out symbol at the 2nd gtr . .-. therefore, we can use the parked-out symbol at the

3/4 call.

A-5 PLUS 3 ... Look for a horse which was parked out the two
middle quarters and gained at least three positions in the stretch
. while beating at least half the field.

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A-10 PLUS 5

Similarly, as in the situation above (A-5 PLUS 3), any horse that comes from way back
and then passes a number of horses in the stretch while also gaining lengths (on the leader) and
finishing no more than two lengths behind the winner is also demonstrating EXCELLENT FORMI
More specifically, we are looking for a horse which in its last race was in the last two positions
at the 1/2, 3/4 or stretch call (in a full field) and was able to pass a minimum of 5 horses
while also gaining lengths and finishing close up (2 lengths or less behind).

A-10 PLUS 5 . .. Look for a horse which was in the last two positions
at the 1/2, 3/4 or stretch calls and was able to pass at least
5 horses while also gaining lengths and finishing 2 lengths or less
behind the winner.

The fact that a horse is able to GAIN lengths is important because BEATEN lengths are

ambiguous at best--with numerous scenerios clouding their performance.

BUILDING A SYSTEM
(STRETCH POWER PLUS)

Over the years, and since the advent of parimutuel racing tens of thousands of systems
have been devised. At times, some good ones have surfaced . . . but, for the most part, SYSTEMS
ARE WORTHLESS! When a good system comes along and a humber of people begin using it the
mutuel prices become diluted . . . therefore, even good systems turn bad!

Normally, systems are built utilizing one or several factors based on what has happened
in the past. It usually begins when one or two good prices surface . . . and we can find common
factors that led to the win(s). The system is then built around such findings which would cover
60 days or so . . . and shows a PROFIT on paper. Often, however, 60 days of racing is just not
enough to verify the system's results. For instance, if we had extended it to 90 days of racing
these findings may show a LOSS!I

Nevertheless, this pattern of developing systems (by examining the past to predict the
future) is something that we are stuck with. In retrospect, | believe that the best systems are
ones that we build ourselves . . . and then are checked out by examining and analyzing workouts
over a considerable length of time. That's why this writer (in his teachings) prefers a
SHOTGUN METHOD based on statistical information which avoids those under/ays that readily
occur and gives us at the very least a good opportunity to reach profitability.

Each track is different. What works well (utilizing a system) at one track will not
necessarily be effective at another track. That is why we take very little at face value . . . and
must prove or disprove any system offering. And this is done through extensive research of at
least 300 races. (Continued on page 7)
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Next we intend to use the forgoing data discussed in STRETCH POWER PLUS as an example
of how to build a system. Now, while we offer a fairly common approach we urge you, the
reader, to use whatever (factors in combination) to either tighten it or relax it to fit your
situation.

Keys to the System (STRETCH POWER PLUS)

The keys (A-5 PLUS 3 & A-10 PLUS 5) to this system have already been outlined
earlier . . . but bear repeating here:

A-5 PLUS 3 ... Look for a horse which was parked out the two
middle quarters and gained at least three positions in the stretch
. while beating at least half the field.

A-10 PLUS 5. .. Look for a horse which was in the last two positions
at the 1/2, 3/4 or stretch calls and was able to pass at least

5 horses while also gaining lengths and finishing 2 lengths or less
behind the winner.

Elimination Rules for the System (STRETCH POWER PLUS)

1. All types of races are playable. You may find at your track some races are not playable
. . . and that some races are more profitable than others.

2. Eliminate from consideration all horses that:

a) have not raced in the past 10 days. You may find that 7 days or 12 or 15 days is
the magic number.

b) have failed to win 10% (1 in 10) of their starts during the current year. If a
horse has less than 10 starts in the current year combine the starts with those of the
previous year. You may find that this is too high . . . or you may wish to readjust this
percentage for cheaper races e.g. you may only demand one win in the year for your
cheaper classifications.

c) are driven by provisional drivers. You may wish to include a hot apprentice
driver . . . or you may wish to stick with the 5 or 6 best drivers at your track.

d) last raced in a non-betting race.

e) whose last race was not at today's track. You may notice that horses shipping
from a particular racetrack win consistently.

*** AS YOU CAN SEE THERE ARE MANY POSSIBILITIES WHICH YOU MAY UTILIZE
TO IMPROVE THE BASIC SYSTEM!
