THE DOUBLE QUALIFYING ANGLE

Preamble

In the original STANLEY'S LAW (published 13 years ago) we introduced a qualifying
angle which basically illustrated the winning power of a horse coming out of two successive
qualifiers--where the horse was successful** in the 1st qualifier yet chose to remain on the
Starter's List for a 2nd qualifier in lieu of entering the horse in a parimutuel race. Let's be
ever mindful that racing is a money game--and when a trainer elects to race his horse where
no purse money is being offered (when the horse is qualified to do so) there is a concrete
reason for this. In this situation, the reason generally being that the 2nd qualifier is being
used as a "tightener” by the trainer--when seasoned horses are returning to the races after a
layoff. Similarly, many competent trainers utilize a 2nd qualifier to "school" a maiden--for
horses making their initial start at the races. Either trainer manouevre should send a strong
signal to the player that the trainer is cracking down in his first parimutuel race. (For your
information, Bob Mcintosh, one of North America's foremost trainers, has used the double
qualifying angle with first-time starters many times . . . and with a success rate well above
what would be reasonable to expect).

**In the initial qualifier, if the horse makes a break the horse remains on the Starter's
List. .. and would not qualify for purposes of this angle.

Our interest lies only in those situations where the horse has performed in a
satisfactory manner for the stewards (meeting the track's qualifying standard) - and,
especially, in those cases where the horse qualified in "near” race time (for the classification in
which the horse is entered).

Rules For This Angle

1. The horse must be a first-time starter or returning to the races after a minimum 30-day
layoff.

2. In the first qualifier the horse must meet the track's qualifying standard . . . without
encountering any problem we can readily identify (i.e. a break). Information on the track's
-qualifying standard can usually be obtained by contacting the Race Secretary's office or the
* Public- Relations Department.

3. No more than 10 days can elapse between qualifiers.

4. The horse must be entered in a parimutuel race within 10 days of the last qualifier. The
quicker the trainer gets his horse into a parimutuel race the stronger this angle is.

5. Ag with all betting propositions they must be evaluated relative to what is in the race . . . and
when wagering value is present.

In this bottom-of-the-barrel $12,000 Claiming race we come across #7 (APPLE FUN)
who until March 8th was racing at WINDSOR RACEWAY and winning at $17,500 Claiming
(much better class than what is in this field facing the starter today). After almost a two-
month layoff APPLE FUN qualifies at ORANGEVILLE RACEWAY over a sloppy surface in a slow
time of 2:09.2. Now, most racegoers would dismiss it but | must conclude at this particular
track on that particular day this horse would be deemed by the stewards as qualifying to race!

However, just eight days later, APPLE FUN turns up in another qualifier at MOHAWK
RACEWAY--where it easily qualifies in a race that went 1:59.3. Note that the trainer handled
the reins in both qualifiers but, today, APPLE FUN is returned to the very capable hands of
world class driver, William Gale. In four previous drives shown (in the past performances)
with Bill Gale he won two of them and lost the photo in another. And, yet, in this non-descript
$12,000 Claiming race this horse is surprisingly allowed to go postward at almost 35-1. The
race and result chart follow:

#3 (SPREAD THE NEWS), was absent from the races from January 11th of this year
until qualifying on March 20th in 2:03.1. Then, seven days later SPREAD THE NEWS is once
again entered in a qualifier . . . and, then, shows up just four days later in this $20,000
Claiming race. This is the lowest level indicated in his past performances. In fact, the trainer,
Joe Stutzman, claimed this horse back: in January (for himself in partnership) for $30,000.

We must conclude that Joe Stutzman and partnership will be all out to recoup all or part
of their investment. The strong signal sent out by this very competent trainer (by means of the
double qualifier) must be recognized by the player. Further, in #8 (STYLE WISE) we have a
recent claim by a trainer, Fred Hoffman, who historically, has been suctessful with horses
making their first starts following a claim.

An excellent wagering opportunity presents itself this day--for those who look beyond
the public version of traditional handicapping. This double qualifier angle when coupled with
#8 (trainer claim angle) offered the astute player an outstanding opportunity for realizing a
BIG SCORE. The race and result chart follow:

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Last-Time Winners

Preamble

In our last issue (HHN#35) we presented a last-time winner scenerio in a conditioned
race which, in certain situations, enjoyed a favorable advantage. Here, we once again direct our
attention to a last-time winner . . . and illustrate a last-time winner scenerio that also enjoys
above average success.

In harness racing, last-time winners can be a source of consistent profit when the
player is able to separate (for the most part} the last-time winners which have a better chance
of repeating (than their fair share would indicate) . . . as opposed to the many scenerios where
with proper evaluation we can usually dismiss those last-time winners which have little or no
chance to repeat.

When last-time winners are grouped they will win upwards to 20% of all races. Over a
lengthy series a profit can be achieved by wagering on last-time winners which go postward at
odds of 8-1 or higher today.

However, when the skilled player focusses on those last-time winners which enjoy a
considerable advantage we can increase the winning expectation from the 20% norm upwards to
40% & 50%. Betting on such last-time winners in overlayed situations can be extremely
profitable.

The Angle Itself

The angle outlined here is one of those which yields a high winning percentage as well as
excellent profits. Unfortunately, however, it does not surface on a regular basis (which is an
advantage for the patient spot player). In Claiming races--at smaller tracks to a maximum of
$15,000 Claiming and at major tracks such as the OJC and THE MEADOWLANDS up to $40,000
Claiming--it is usually prudent to demand that a last-time winner in a claiming race be moved
up in class. The reason, as we have stated many times before, is that no matter how impressive
the win appears to us (the handicapper) it could not have impressed the trainer . . . or,
otherwise, it is logical to assume he would have moved the horse up in class.

This angle refers to the exception--notably, the last-time winner that isn't moved
up. The KEY to this angle in a nutshell is signalled by the trainer whose horse was racing in a
sub-par manner in a higher class, then drops him down (often more than one claiming level)
and wins, and then is left in this same class today. Such a horse is usually well-meant by his
connections.

Usually with a horse that has been consistently racing with higher class horses and has
gone sour a sharp trainer enters him where he can win (often as the favorite because of the drop
down). In horseman's terms, the horse is said to be "braved up” . . . and has learned how to win
again. In order to maintain this (winning) attitude the sharp trainer will attempt back-to-
back wins before moving his charge up in class again.

Simply, identify a horse that has failed to win (while competing in a
higher class) in his last six starts and then when he is dropped down to a onver
ciaiming class wins the race--and is entered today for the same ciaiming price.
The example races which follow will make this angle easy for you to understand

and apply.

lllustration #1 9th Race at GREENWOOD RACEWAY January 15/92

The five-year old mare, DAWN MINDALE (#7) has been consistently racing at the
$15,000 Claiming level and then was dropped to $12,000 Claiming on January 19th--where
she won this race easily. She returns in this same class ($12,000) just six days later. Kelvin
Rose, a competent trainer, has only one thing in mind this day--namely, getting back-to-back
wins with this horse. DAWN MINDALE becomes another bargain in racing for the handicapper as
she is allowed to go postward at almost 15-1. Race and Result Chart follow:

Preamble

I recently read somewhere about the attributes of a winning gambler which stated: "A
successful gambler is a person who either wins a little, loses a little and once in a while WINS A
LOTI" Such-a statement coincides with what | continually strive to impart in all the material |
publish as well as at my seminars. More specifically, staying in the game and taking advantage
of those few outstanding wagering opportunities that surface from time-to-time provide the
catylists for such success (winning a lot).

As HHN readers are well aware, the public as a whole are the best overall handicappers.
And, in order to be successful over the long term the skilled player must continually search out
those opportunities which the racing public has missed. Having information that the general
public is unlikely to have provides the astute player with his EDGE:

e.g. - attending the qualifying races, and observing as well as recording those horses
that have impressed him in the qualifiers (exhibiting signs of readiness to win
upon the horses return to the races);

- realistic evaluation of ship-ins by knowing the track class and competition the
ship-ins were facing at their former track; and,
- recognition of program errors & omissions, just to name a few.

The angle which | present here is one that this player has taken advantage of and has
proven extremely profitable over a long period of time. | am amazed at how often this simple
angle returns BIG DIVIDENDS. Furthermore, this angle not only contains the basics for
supplying an edge for those who do just a little bit of research (which the majority of the public
will not do) but, it also provides a high winning percentage at excellent prices . . . an ideal spot
play that only presents itself a few times over a racing season.

In our original textbook STANLEY'S LAW, we presented an angle (which produced
excellent profits) which at that time was only utilized by relatively few players--namely,
CLAIMED BY A TRAINER ANGLE (for himself or in partnership). This simple angle remains
profitable today--withstanding the test of time.

This angle focusses on the PRIVATE PURCHASE BY A TRAINER (for himself or in
partnership)? Here, there is no big "C" or little "z" or other emblem symbolizing a claimed
horse. All it takes is a little research on your part and you will possess knowledge that in all
probability the other fans in the stands will not be aware of on that day, in that race--until it is
too late. GEE WHIZ! AN EDGE!

We re-visit this GOLD NUGGET because it is obvious to me--by scrutinizing winners
(paying outstanding prices) at various tracks across North America--that many of my readers
fail to take advantage of (this angle). So, here we go again!

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The Key in a Nutsheli
Look for a horse that a trainer has purchased privately for himself
(or in partnership)

The following example races and explanations should make this angle clear to you:

lHlustration #1 4th Race at GREENWOOD RACEWAYJanuary 31/92

CHIEF O CHIEF (#6) has been purchased by trainer, Carl Jamieson for himself. Note
that there is no indicator of the ownership change (like a C or z). However, the astute player
would recognize the driver change . . . and then check back on a previous program to see if the
horse was owned by other interests in his previous start--which would confirm that this horse
was indeed a private purchase by a trainer! In his first start, Carl Jamieson is rewarded
with a very juicy mutuel. Enough saidl The race and result chart follow:
